Team QCW Summary
Team QCW had nearly 50 different riders competing 414 times.

Lionhearts Summary

The Lionhearts junior development team grew its numbers from 14 in their inaugural season to
a team of 24 riders competing in the under 19-years categories. It's expected by the
conclusion of the current cyclocross season that they will have competed more than 200 times.

Kids On Bikes Summary

The Kids On Bikes program, for beginning riders between the ages of 7 and 14, drew 45
participants during the 16 sessions. Six coaches and adult volunteers provided the support for
the program.

40K Time Trial Series
The four week series was cut to three weeks due to rain and cold the final week. Fifty-four
riders participated in the series.

Cleves Time Trial Series
In its 36" year the series drew 232 riders over its 22 week run. The largest turnout had 70
competitors one week. There were a total of 972 times recorded.

Ault Park Points Race Series
The series drew 210 different riders, competing a total of 595 times through the six week
series. The average 20k turnout was 65, the 40k averaged 47 riders.

PUR Tour

This rider development race made up of 26 events saw riders compete a total of 343 times.
There were an additional 30 Kids On Bikes participants in the kids time trial, along with the
PUR Water Ride With The Kids.

Kingswood Cyclocross Time Trial
Our newest event, run over a six week period, saw 88 riders compete 225 times.

Java Johnny’s/Lionhearts Cyclocross Race
Once again this event drew a strong international field as part of the three day UCI weekend.
The 17 categories drew 443 competitors.

Pie and Recycled Caution Tape Cyclocross Race
Final 2010 event was a December 31% fund raiser for Lionhearts.
